Take Steps to Protect Your Checking 
Account Information 

 

Consumers are reminded to take steps to      
protect their checking account information, 
which could be used by another person to make 
purchases, either by printing fake checks with 
the stolen account information, or using the 
account information on the Internet or over the 
telephone. 
 

Using your checking account information on 
the Web or over the phone to pay bills or to pay 
companies you know and trust is fine. But 
checking account information should be     
safeguarded, just as addresses, phone numbers, 
Social Security numbers, and other account 
numbers are. 
 

Following is a list of steps consumers can take 
to prevent checking account number theft: 
 

 Safeguard your checking account info, just 
as you would any other sensitive personal 
information. 

 Never give your checking account info to 

tele-marketers or to callers claiming to 
need to confirm or verify your checking 
account information. 

 Don't carry your checkbook around with 
you unnecessarily. 

 Don't leave bill payments or other checks 
in your mailbox. 

 Always review your monthly account state-
ment, or go to your financial institution’s 
web site to view your account activity more 
frequently.  Report any unauthorized or 
suspicious activity immediately. 

 Report lost or stolen checks and check-
books immediately to KVCCU. 

 Tear or shred any old checks or account 
statements before throwing them away. 

 Consider using electronic alternatives to 
paying by check when making purchases or 
paying bills. This provides better           
protection under Federal regulations.
